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A BRRIE The Port of Sakai-Semboku
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The Port of Sakai-Semboku is located on the east coast of the Bay of Osaka, stretching for approximately 14 kilometers over
the three cities of Sakai, Takaishi, and lzumiotsu. This port was founded in March 1969 by the consolidation of the ports of Sakai
and Semboku, and became a specially designated major port.

The Port of Sakai dates back to the age of the rise and fall of the Genji and Heike clans—a period from the end of the
11th century to the end of the 12th century. Weathering the period of the Northern and Southern dynasties(1336-1392),
Sakai flourished as a vital port of trade with China under the Ming dynasty. Between the Muromachi era(1336-1573)and the
Azuchi-Momoyama period(1573-1603), the port was thronged with trading ships authorized by the shogunate sailing for China
and early European ships coming from the South. Aloof from the disturbances of war, Sakai reached the height of its prosperity in
those days, with the local merchants trading extensively with today's China, the Philippines, and Portugal. During the Edo period
(1803-1867), however, the prosperity of sakai waned because of the trade regulation by the Tokugawashogunato.

In this histaric city of Sakai, a project to repair the industrial port was launched in 1936. With the creation of the Sakai coastal
industrial region in 1957 and the Semboku coastal industrial region in 1961, the port came to handle dramatically increased
amounts of cargo and large ships entered port one after another. Thus the port developed into a key infrastructure for the industrial
regions along the coast.

At the Port of Sakai-Semboku, public wharves are now undergoing improvement, aiming to strengthen the functions of a
commercial port to meet economic and saocial changes. At Sukematsu Wharf in the Semboku No.6 Zone off the coast of Takaishi
and lzumiotsu, various facilities have been designed to make the wharf an integrated international distribution hub. In April
1995, the Port of Sakai—Semboku was designated as Japan's first "eco-port model harbor". an artificial tideland is being built
off the coast of the Sakai No.2 zone, and the "Symbiotic Forest" that was designated as one of "Urban Renaissance Projects” in
December 2001 is under the construction off the coast of the Sakai No.7-3 zone.

Since 2007, construction of a quay had been conducted in the Shiomi Offshore District to further enhance port functions as
a major port of used car export. In April 2013, operation of the 260-meter-long, 1 1-meter-deep quay, Yunagi No.1 Quay, started.

In April 2011, in accordance with the revised Port and Harbor Act (Law No.218 of 1950)and Enforcement Order of Port and
Harbor Act (Cabinet Order No.4 of 1951), the Port of Sakai-Semboku was designated as a international hub port.

Since April 2016, Sakaisemboku Wharf Co. Ltd. was designated as a port operator at the port of Sakai-Semboku under Harbor
Act, the company has the quays, cargo handling areas, loading and unloading machinery, etc. in Sukematsu and Shiomi districts.
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Port Area (Authorized by the Minister of Transport: Port Authority No.788 of March 28. 1969/Notification No.794 issued by the Osaka
Prefectural Government on Sept.19, 1969)



The port area authorized by the Minister of Transport includes the body of seawater surrounded by a line drawn from the making
stake at the river bed of the Yamato River (lat.34° 36' 11"'N,long. 135’ 26" 56'E) to the point of 9° 17" ,260 meters, a line from the
same point to the point of 270°,10,216 meters, a line from the said point to the point of 195", 6,500 meters, a line from this point
to the point of 132°.8,350 meters, and a line and shore drawn from the same point to the point of 0,90 meters, and the body of river
water in the lower reaches of the Furukawa River at Furukawa Bridge, the Ishizu River at Ishizu Ohashi Bridge, and the Qji River at
Sukematsu Bridee, but excluding the areas of the fishing ports of Sakai Dejima, Ishizu, and Takaishi designated in accordance with the

Fishing Port and Fishing Area Arrangement Law (Law No.137 of 1950).
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Ohama Wharf

The mooring facilites of this wharf were opened for public use in 1974.
Ohama Wharf is equipped with all necessary facilities ranging from a quay
with a depth of 10.0 meters to a lighter's wharf for small boats. At the end
of the wharf is the Sakai Fruit and Vegetable Center, which has one of the
largest fresh produce handling capacities in western Japan. Citrus fruits
imported from south Africa and Israel by refrigerated vessels are handled
here. The center is utilized to facilitate the exports of agricultural products
from Osaka based on the initiative named “Sanchoku-Kouwan® , which
supports specified agricultural products and food exports by the Ministry of
Land, Infrastructure and Transport and the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry
and Fisheries.
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Komatsu Wharf

Komatsu Wharf is conveniently located near the city center. With the
lzumiotsu ramp in the coastal line of the Hanshin Expressway, the wharf

provides easy access to major distribution centers, and so many private
cargo storage sheds have been constructed.
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Shiomi Wharf

Shiomi Wharf is a large foreign trade wharf equipped with necessary
facilities such as sheds and warehouses. The wharf handles cargo
including steel and wood products annually. The No.5 quay at the end of
this wharf is fully equipped to exclusively handle heavy loads. Three large
30,000D.W.T. ships can be moored at the same time at this 12-meter
deep, 720-meter long quay. With its antiseismic design. Shiomi Wharf
would function as a supply base for relief goods in an emergency such as
an earthguake.Off the wharf, a land reclamation project is in progress
under the Phoenix Project.
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Sukematsu Wharf

At Sukematsu Wharf, which covers an area of approximately 120 hectares
of reclaimed land, various facilities have been constructed under the Tri
—Port Southern 21 scheme that will turn this wharf into an integrated
international distribution center that processes sea, land and air cargoes.
The main facility is a container terminal designed to deal with the
increasingly larger ships and container cargoes. At the No.8 quay
of Sukematsu Wharf, there are two 12—meter deep berths at which
30.000D.W.T. ships can be moored. Two gantry cranes ensure smooth
and efficient loading and unloading. At the neighboring No.9 quay, an
international multi-purpose container berth for large 50.000—ton ships
is under construction. The earthquake—resistant quay with a depth of
14 meters (currently in provisional use with a depth of 12 meters) is
expected to respond to the demand for container and car transportation.
In terms of international container liner services, in addition to the
Qingdao route, since the Southeast Asia-Shanghai route was established
in 2017. the port has been connected with Southeast Asian regions such
as Cambodia. Thailand and Vietnam. For domestic liner services. a roll—
on / roll—off ship service to Chiba and Shikokuchuo operates two times
for going and coming. There is another roll—on/roll—off ship service to
Miyazaki and Hososhima for three times a week, while a ferry service
to Shin—moji runs once a day. Meanwhile, the construction of a bird—
attracting, green zone is planned at the wharf to provide a good natural
environment where visitors can relax.
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The Shiomi Offshore District

The Shiomi Offshore District is a wharf reclaimed with general and
construction waste generated in the six prefectures of Kinki under the
Osaka Bay Phoenix project.

It currently works as a used car export base with the storage yards and
auction site, and also enjoys various uses such as summer outdoor
concerts and mega solar base.
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The OId Port of lzumiotsu District

The long—flourishing Old Port of lzumiotsu is designated as into a new
and arrtactive port town that combines urban and core port and harbor
functions. Named "Kirara Town lzumiotsu’, the redeveloped port has a
port service center tenanted by port and harbor—related companies and
administrative offices, hotels and residences.
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B BREEE The Port of Hannan
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The Port of Hannan is located almost at the center of the east coast of the Bay of Osaka and stretches for approximately 7 kilometers over
Tadaoka Town, Kishiwada City, and Kaizuka City. In April 1968, The Port of Hannan was established and became a designated major port as a
result of the integration of the three ports of Tadaoka, Kishiwada and Kaizuka.

The seashore near the old Port of Tadaoka is called Okitsuhama, which was famous in medieval poetry, and agriculture once flourished in
the hinterland. Late in the Meiji period, demand for white cotton, an ancillary product of Tadaoka, increased and its production rose, but harbor
facilities, except small private piers, to transport this product had not been built yet so white cotton was mostly transported by land.

The old Port of Kishiwada dates back longer than 230 years ago to 1791 when at the behest of Okabe, the lord of the Kishiwada clan.
Magistrate Jozaemon Ban constructed a pier to provide access to merchant ships.

It is said that the old Port of Kaizuka became a large commercial port as a result of the increase of port cargo handling in the late 16" century,
before and after the Japanese Invasions of Korea. It was used for trading with the Seto Inland Sea and other Western provinces.

Between the end of the Meiji period and the Taisho era, this area became prosperous as one of Japan's leading spinning regions. Then, to meet
the increased demand for lumber nationwide, as well as to provide disaster preventions functions, a lumber industrial complex was constructed in
1966 in Tadacka Town and an area lying beyond Kishiwada City.

In recent years, to cope with economic and social changes such as the urbanization of the hinterland and the completion of Kansai International
Airport, and to expand commercial port functions and improve the living environment, comprehensive urban development projects have been initiated
based on the concepts of "living", "working", and 'recreation” . At the old Port of Kishiwada, a project is now underway to build a new port town
endowed with water, greeney, history and culture. In the Hannan Fourth District, and in its neighboring Hannan Fifth and Sixth districts, a plan has
been started to develop factory, port and harbor, and residential sites. And in the Hannan Second District, & project aimed at creating a people—and
environment—friendly marine town is in progress to reinforce physical distribution functions, develop sites for relocating industrial factories. secure
disaster reduction function, construct a marina. reconstruct the seashore, and create a green area.
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Port Area (Authorized by the Minister of Transport; Port Authority No.925 of April 15, 1968/Notification No.530 issued by the Osaka
Prefectural Government on June 3, 1968)

The Port area authorized by the Minister of Transport includes the body of seawater surrounded by a line drawn from the base of the
embankment on the seashore at 1562, Tadaoka—hama, Tadaoka Town, Semboku—gun, Osaka Prefecture (lat.34" 29 48'N,long. 135" 23
23'E) to the point of 0° , 70 meters, a line from the same point to the point of 312" , 3,235 meters, a line from the said point to the point
of 206° 40', 7,280 meters, a line and shore drawn from the same point to the point of 126° 30', 2,715 meters, but excluding the district
of the fishing port of Kishiwada designhated in accordance with the Fishing Port and Fishing Area Arrangement Law.
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Shin-Kaizuka Wharf(Hannan 4th District)

The recently constructed Shin-Kaizuka Wharf is the Sennan District’ s
distribution gateway. It is the only wharf at the Port of Hannan that is
capable of handling bulk cargo.

The Nishikinohama Industrial Complex located adjacent to the wharf has
been built to accommodate manufacturers and other companies operating
in Kaizuka City. The complex is already home to a number of firms.
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Hannan Second District

The Hannan Second District, an area of approximately 142 hectares,
is reinforcing the distribution and a seismic functions of the ports of
Osaka Prefecture by constructing a foriegn trade wharf equipped with
three berths, each with a depth of 12 meters to enhance its disaster
preparedness. In order to promote the development of local industries, a
site for relocating industrial factories will be secured, and a beach and

tideland will be developed to create the pleasant seaboard environment . A
marina is also planned to meet demand for marine leisure activities. In
addition to port facilities, the Hannan Second District is pushing ahead
with the construction of public facilities to provide meeting places for
people. The district aims to develop into a marine city that is friendly both
to people and the environment.
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Lumber Port District

This district was built in 1966 to cope with the increase in lumber imports
associated with a rapid increase in demand for housing during Japan's high
economic growth period: since then it has been a leading industrial lumber
center in Osaka Prefecture. At present, a project designed to construct
a 12—meter deep quay and a public wharf and create a site for port and
harbor—related facilites is underway in line with the recent changes in
lumber demand and cargo handling methods. This renavation project will
improve the functions of this district.
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Waterfront Area
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Waterfront Area
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As a port and harbor can reveal its function only when a water area used by ships (bay area) and land area where port activities are done
that is adjacent to the water area as one, the land area which functions together with water area is designated as a “waterfront area” and
the management and operation of the port and harbor is smoothly done by regulating the land use or steering in this area.
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Regulations in the Waterfront Area

—Notification of Acts
Article 38 —2 of the Ports and Harbors Law says that a person who intends to perform an act in the waterfront area shall notify the port
manager (the Governor of Osaka prefecture) no later than 60 days before the commencement of work.

Business enterprises that will be alowed to operate in the designated waterfront area are limited, in principle, to trading companies,
forwarding agents. and coastal factory operators transporting raw materials and products by sea. A person intending to build new or
additional factories or offices in the designated waterfront area is required to submit a facility plan, a usage plan, a transport plan, and a waste
disposal plan to the Governor of Osaka prefecture, who will check these plans to see if new or additional factories or offices are related to
part and harbor facilities as well as to check other relevant matters.

—Acts Subject to Naotification

1. Construction or improvement of facilities in coastal waters, canals, and irrigation or drainage channels

2. Construction or impravement of waste disposal facilities designated by the governor

3. Construction or expansion of industrial factories or business establishments with a site area of more than 5,000n or with a total
work space of more than 2,500mn

4. Construction or improvement of hazardous article—handling facilities designated by the governor

5. Construction or improvement of pumping—up facilities designated by the governor
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Area Designation

In the waterfront area, not only transport, production and other economic activities but also recreational, welfare and many other
activities are carried out. In order to prevent buildings from being constructed for different purposes in a disorderly manner, the
waterfront area must be divided info smaller areas by functions to ensure than each area can function effectively. This practice is
referred to as the area system. In accordance with the Ports and Harbors Law. the port manager will classify regions into the following
areas.

—Commercial port area, an area designed to handle passengers or general cargoes;

—Industrial port area, an area designed to construt factories and other industrial facilites; and

—Scenic and Recreation port area, an area designated to provide a good landscape and improve the welfare of people engaged in harbor
works.

—Marina port area, an area designed to be available to yachts, motorboats and other ships for sport or recreation.
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Application for Construction Authorization and Development Permission

Uses of Sites in an area are regulated by the Ordinance Relating to the Regulation of Structures in the Waterfront Area of Osaka
Prefecture (Area Ordinance)(Ordinance of Osaka Prefecture No.10 of 2001). A person who intends to apply for construction
authorization or development permission is required, befare filing an application, to gain approval from the Osaka Ports and Harbors
Bureau that the use of a building or other facility conforms to the area ordinance.
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M Port Security Measures Information : Restricted Areas

In accordance with the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea and the Law for the Security of
Ships and of Port Facilities(Law No.31 of 2004), the Osaka Ports and Harbors Bureau is carrying our security
measures necessary to ensure security at facilities in the 15 districts of the Port of Sakai—Semboku and the
Port of Hannan which are used by international vessels.

(1) Security measures

(D The guays used by international vessels and the surrounding areas such as cargo handling areas are restricted areas where
unanthorized people's entry is not permitted, and separeted by with a fence and a gate.

(@) For entry to authorized area through gates, confirmation of ID, department/company and purpose is required.
We also may inspect cargo, baggage, vehicles, etc.

@ If any unauthorized person enters waters along the quays within 30m from docked vessels, warning and/or other measures might be
taken.

@ Patrol and surveillance are conducted in the port facility area.
