
Memorandum of Understanding on Promotion of Economic Exchanges between 
Osaka Prefectural Government, Japan and Guidance, Industries, Investment Promotion and Commerce Department, Government of Tamil Nadu, Republic of India

Guidance, Industries, Investment Promotion and Commerce Department, Government of Tamil Nadu, Republic of India (referred to as “Guidance”), and Osaka Prefectural Government hereinafter referred to as individually as “Participant” and collectively as “the Participants”, with a view to developing economies of their regions by advancing economic exchanges in mutual respect and good faith, and by deepening their mutual understanding and friendly ties, have reached the following recognition:

In line with applicable laws, rules regulations as well as the competence of the Participants, based on this Memorandum, the Participants will promote a wide range of practical exchanges, mainly for small and medium-sized enterprises, in the ﬁelds of trade, investment and human resource exchanges mentioned below to bring about mutual beneﬁts on the basis of reciprocity.

1. The Participants will endeavor to promote trade, investment and human resource exchanges by mutually offering information on economic policies and industrial trends of respective regions, and providing the concerned information to enterprises, etc.

2. In order to promote economic exchanges between the two regions, when receiving an economic delegation which consists of respective government agencies, economic organizations, or enterprises, the Participants will make efforts to provide information on facilities so that the delegation’s purpose will be efﬁciently achieved.

3. When enterprises based in both regions conduct economic activities such as inspection tours, trade fairs, business meetings and investment surveys, the Participants will make efforts to provide the enterprises concerned with information that will facilitate these activities.

4. The Participants will endeavor to develop an environment that facilitates investment of enterprises to respective regions. The Participants will also make efforts to provide information on relevant organizations which will give assistance to the enterprises for their smooth and continuous business operation.
This Memorandum is not exclusive and is not intended to be legally binding on the Participants, but expresses the spirit of cooperation and the best intentions of the Participants to achieve the purposes stated herein.
In principle, each Participant will bear its own costs in carrying out the purposes stated herein.

All Coordination and information exchange activities outlined in this Memorandum will be determined by the following organizations:
-For Guidance: Guidance, Industries, Investment Promotion and Commerce Department, Government of Tamil Nadu, Republic of India 
-For Osaka Prefectural Government: International Business and Start-up Support Division, Growth Industry Promotion Office, Department of Commerce, Industry and Labor, Osaka Prefectural Government.

This Memorandum will be continued for three years from the date of signature and may be extended for another three years if the consensus of both Participants to do so is reached three months prior to the discontinuation of the initial three year term by written notiﬁcation.

In witness whereof, the undersigned representing the Participants hereto have executed this Memorandum in English by placing their signatures, in the state of Tamil Nadu, on 23rd July 2024, and each Participant will keep one copy of the English originals, each version being equally valued.
